mental problems or limitations.

Case Managers from throughout the state will be representing waiting children through displays and video presentations. You will find most of these children listed in the “My Turn Now” book found in your local library, Department of Family and Children Services office or the DHR DFCS State Adoption Unit website

www.dfcs.dhr.georgia.gov/adoptions. This may, however, be an opportunity for you to receive more information about a particular child/children through direct contact with the child(ren)’s Case Manager.
